Namaste from KRMEF! 
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ECO HOME CONSTRUCTION 

After two years of going through many difficulties we are very happy to announce 
that four families have now moved into their new eco-homes. 
 
Shiromaya Khadgi and 
her family have just 
moved into their new 
home after they have 
been living for two years 
in a temporary sheet 
metal house. Shiromaya 
a 41 year old with three 
boys and a teenage girl, 
was in a very bad 
situation. Her husband 
died six years ago of 
tuberculosis, her stone 
house had completely 
been destroyed by the 
Earth quack 2015. With 
her four children, she was 
working tirelessly in the 
farm to try to support them. Her sons work in construction and other jobs but are 
receiving no further education, and trying to put food on the table is a daily 
challenge. We, at KRMEF, are so happy to be able to relieve her burden by providing 
her a house with plumbing and electricity, cooking and washing facilities, the 
privacy of a bedroom, and a separate outhouse. She now works at the farm of 
KRMEF and earns her living. 
 
The constructions of out fifth and sixth eco-houses are well under way. Our 
workers are getting quicker at constructing the houses and we hope to have 10 
homes in total completed within the next few months. The faster we finish them, 
the faster our families are relieved of subsistence living.  
 
We continue to build four more homes to be completed next spring but It is only 
with the huge support of all our generous donors that these families are able to 
transition into much better living situations. Thank you so much to everyone who 
has supported this vital community project, financially and morally. We wish to 
have your continue support, so that we can support many in need with such 
situation. Thanks to Dr. Annette Massmann (GLS), Monica (SIWA) and Jules 
(ACACIA) for arranging this huge support.

We have also created several new 
promotional materials which are being distributed in Kathmandu city and 
elsewhere to try and attract more people to visit our foundation and eat at our 
Cafe.

This cafe is trying to provide Bio-
Organic/Dynamic meals as much it 
can. It is 100% commercial but 100% 
income goes to the social cause. All 
your support in any ways is 
appreciated.

Our sales are 
going up and we are continuing to 
work on the long term business 
plan for Mahila Shakti, although 
we are still looking for more 
people and businesses to sell our 
products, so that we can support 
many more women in desperate 
need.   

  

 BIO-ORGANIC/DYNAMIC GARDEN 

Our garden continues to become more and more 

enlivened each month. Most notably, we have 

completed our rain water harvesting pond and 

introduced ducks. Our last round  of tomatoes have 

been harvested and we now have cabbages, garlic, 

greens, gourds, pumpkins growing in the farm.  

 

We have been making good use of the new greenhouse to speed up the growth of 

seedlings too but we have a long way to go until we can harvest enough vegetables 

for the cafe, the school and the staff lunch. This garden is generating jobs to many 

community people and sharing the knowledge about Bio-dynamic.  

 

We have Harald Hoven from California at the moment 

and hosting a BD seminar on the 26th and 27th 

November.  With your more financial support we can 

extend our area to a larger end.

ANKURAN WALDORF INSPIRED SCHOOL 
 

During Dashain, the children enjoyed a puppetry performance prepared by our 

teachers, telling the story of the origin of our festival. They received Tika and a 

small gift of rice grass, banana and sweets. The children also put on a dance 

performance for their families and neighbors. The school is still growing and the 

playground for the children is getting too small.  As the rent for the land was 

terminated, we had to move the playground to the garden. We would be grateful to 

get funds for the moving work and the bridge we had to build that the children can 

access the playground from the school building.  Please find more details below. 

 

The parents are paying the nominal fees for the school, but there are parents who 

cannot afford at all are also welcomed at our school. The parents have to work four 

days in a month at the foundation. There are many children in need and we are 

looking desperately for the regular sponsors. The details of the expenses are below. 
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COMMUNITY HEALTH CLINIC 
 

The health clinic continues to serve the local community every day. Now the 

patient's flow at the clinic is good. We have been supported by Nepal help for a 

health assistant and medicine. We still need more support to employ doctors on a 

daily basis, so that we can identify the hidden diseases and treat and refer the 

patients to the right hospital. . This is 100% social action of the foundation. 

 

In October, some of our volunteers gave some hand-washing education to the 

school children which helps decrease the spread of sicknesses. We hope that our 

children now know the importance of washing their hands and brushing their 

teeth! 
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VOLUNTEERS AND VISITORS 
 

We have had many volunteers with us throughout the year, so it would be hard to 

mention them all here. They worked on renovations and promotions for the café, 

on the farm, making fruits jam, helping at the school and building.  

 

We are looking for many more volunteers from students to professionals to share 

the skills, ideas and the work at the foundation. This makes the foundation 

thriving and helps financially as well.

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CURRENT NEEDS AND FUTURE PLANS 

Regular Expenses  Each month, KRMEF needs to pay over 50 staff members, from 

the gardener to the medical doctor. In addition, we need to pay our operational 

costs for transportation, electricity, water, internet, and repairs and maintenance.  

 

These costs include: 

- Salaries: USD 1500.00 

- Water, electricity and fuel: USD 500.00 

- Supporting the local community with school and medical: USD 500.00 

- Maintenance: USD 500.00 

- Miscellaneous: USD 500.00 

 

Children Scholarships  KRMEF currently supports 20 children attending other 

schools, and 20 children at Ankuran School. Each child requires USD 40.00 per 

month which covers their tuition, food, books and uniform. 

 

Moving the Playground  We were recently forced to move the playground into our 

own garden area due a neighbor who had been renting us land but now wanted to 

build a house on it. We want to upgrade our children's playground with a fine sand 

pit, water splashing pond, rope ladder, crossing bridge from the main road, and a 

tower play bridge. We have managed to move the old structures already, but are 

still so many improvements that can be made.  

 

This includes: 

- Bridge: USD 250.00 

- Wood: USD 100.00 

- Bamboo: USD 100.00 

- Wages for moving the playground: USD 750.00 

- Rope and pipes: USD 50.00 

- Sandpit construction with sand: USD 300.00 

- Fence: USD 200.00 

- Labor charge for construction of the playground: USD 500.00
